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Introduction

The following reassessment of benefits report was prepared by The Sigma Group at the request of the
Dane County Drainage Board on behalf of District #27.

This report analyzes the existing mapping and benefits and updates them to reflect the overall drainage
boundaries served by the district. The report is being prepared to meet the requirements of s. ATCP
48.06(2), Wisconsin Administrative code and includes the elements laid out in 48.06, 48.08, and 48.10.

District #27 Overview

District #27 is composed of six discontinuous areas across three municipalities: City of Madison, Town of
Blooming Grove, and Town of Burke. The district serves 740 acres consisting of 227 parcels.

District #27 includes 4.1 miles of main consisting of the East and West Branch of Starkweather Creek and
3.3 miles of laterals. The Starkweather Creek discharges to Lake Monona.

The district is obligated to maintain and repair District facilities per Section 88.63 of State Statues. The
cost of maintenance and repair is assessed based upon the benefits each parcel receives from Section
88.23 of the State Statutes. Property owners of residential, commercial, and manufacturing parcels are
assessed at a fixed minimum per ATCP 48.10 (2). Agriculture, undeveloped, forest, and other lands are
assessed proportionately based on the benefit drainage provides to their parcel.

The amount of benefit a parcel receives from drainage is dependent on the characteristics of the land use
and soil conditions present on the parcel. For agricultural lands, this report evaluates drainage benefits
using depth to the seasonal high-water table, water table factor, crop yield, and yield factor. Soils with
shallow high-water tables are subject to prolonged saturation, which limits root development, reduces soil
aeration, and restricts timely field operations. Drainage improvements lower the effective water table,
improve soil conditions, and increase the productive capacity of the land. These benefits are reflected
through higher yield factors and increased crop yields on soils that are more responsive to drainage,
resulting in a greater assessed benefit for parcels containing those soil types. Non-agricultural parcels,
including residential, commercial, and manufacturing lands, benefit from the district primarily through
the conveyance of stormwater runoff from impervious surfaces. These benefits are quantified by using
runoff coefficients based on land use characteristics, ensuring that both soil-based productivity benefits
and stormwater management benefits are equitably reflected in the assessment methodology.

Parcel Database

The Dane County Land Information Office maintains official records of Drainage District Parcels for tax
purposes. The list of parcels included the following relevant data: parcel number, owner, billing address,
municipality of the parcel, land use codes and description, legal description, and assessed acres. A database
was created from this spreadsheet of 227 parcels.




Presently, over half of the land is used for commercial use. County exempt includes properties owned by
Dane County. Other exempt includes properties owned by the City of Madison, Wisconsin Power and Light
Company, and Trustees of Norwegian Lutheran Church.

The database created from the Land Information Office’s records (Appendix A) was cross referenced to
the district boundary map published on the Dane County Drainage Board Website and the DATCP
interactive map of Wisconsin drainage district (Appendix B). The interactive map depicts approximate
drainage district boundaries and is intended for general reference only. Boundary data were compiled from
multiple counties and DATCP sources of varying age, format, scale, and accuracy. Historical information
concerning the drainage district was obtained from the Board and DATCP and was also reviewed
(Appendix C).

When cross referencing the County database to the DATCP interactive map, there are 27 parcels where a
fraction of the parcel is shown within the district on the interactive map, but the parcel is not listed on the
county database. This is assumed to be an error in the interactive map which only depicts approximate
boundaries. The map found on the board’s website is not detailed enough to evaluate if these fractional
parcels are part of the district. These parcels are considered to not be part of the district and are not to be
evaluated or assessed.

Additionally, five parcels were found shown as part of the district on the DATCP interactive map and map
from the board’s website but not on the county database. These five parcels are located entirely or
significantly within the district. The parcel numbers and owner of these parcels are listed below:

The board has been informed of this discrepancy. Had they been included as part of the database, two of
these parcels would have been exempt, City of Madison Engineers and WI Department of Military
Affairs. The board said the other three parcels were designated as City of Madison, although not reflected
by their current owner, and were likely left off the list as they would have been exempt if designated City
of Madison.




District #27 Reassessments of Benefits

Assessment Authority

The Dane County Drainage Board operates under the authority of Ch 88 Wis Stats, which provides
authority and responsibility to the County Drainage Board. In 1995, WDATCP adopted administrative
rule ATCP 48 established procedures for assessments, reassessments and performance standards for
drainage districts.

Assessment Procedures

Parcels are assessed based on their primary land use code. Lands classified as exempt are not assessed.

Fixed vs. Formula-Based Assessments
e Fixed assessments apply to residential, commercial, and manufacturing parcels (G1-G3).
e Formula-based assessments apply to agricultural, undeveloped, forest, and other lands (G4-G7).
e All formula-based assessments are subject to a minimum assessment of $250 per parcel.
Calculating Benefit Units Using the Land and Water Method
The land and water method is used to calculate benefit units for parcels assessed via formula.

Step 1: Soil Type Evaluation

Identify all soil types within the parcel and determine the acreage and percentage of total parcel area
represented by each soil type.

Step 2: Soil Factors

Soil factors were taken from Soil Survey of Dane County Wisconsin by Glocker, Carl L. and Robert A.
Patzer. Published by Soil Conservation Service, U.S. Department of Agriculture 1978.

Using table in Appendix D, for each soil type, determine:
e Water Table Factor
e Yield Factor

Step 3: Net Benefit Factor by Soil Type

Calculate the net benefit factor for each soil type using the following formula:

Land Use Factor x Water Table Factor x Yield Factor = Net Benefit Factor (by soil type)




Step 4: Total Benefit Units by Soil Type

Calculate total benefit units for each soil type:

Net Benefit Factor % Acres of Soil Type = Benefit Units (by soil type)

Step 5: Total Parcel Benefit Units

Sum the benefit units for all soil types within the parcel to determine total benefit units for the parcel.

This benefit methodology satisfies the considerations outlined in ATCP 48.08(1)(c) through (f), including
the amount of drainage provided, difficulty of drainage, reliability of drainage, and the frequency and
duration of high-water conditions.

Determining Assessment Amounts for Formula-Based Parcels

Step 1: Establish Total District Assessment

Determine the total assessment amount required for the drainage district.
Step 2: Calculate Fixed Assessments

Apply fixed assessment amounts:

e Residential (G1): $250
e Commercial (G2): $350
e Manufacturing (G3): $350

Step 3: Determine Remaining Assessment Amount

Subtract the total fixed assessments from the total district assessment to determine the remaining amount
to be allocated to formula-based parcels.

Step 4: Apply Minimum Assessment
Apply the $250 minimum assessment to all formula-based parcels.

e If the minimum assessments fully satisfy the remaining assessment amount, no further
calculations are required.
e If the minimum assessments do not satisfy the remaining assessment amount, proceed to Step 5.

Step 5: Allocate Remaining Assessment by Benefit Units

Distribute the remaining assessment amount proportionally among formula-based parcels using the
following ratio:

Parcel Benefit Units +~ Total Benefit Units (all formula-based parcels)

Each parcel’s final assessment is equal:
e the $250 minimum, plus
e its proportional share of the remaining assessment amount.




Conclusion

This reassessment updates parcel data and drainage district boundaries and evaluates the district’s existing
benefit assessment methodology.

Residential, Commercial, and Manufacturing Parcels

Non-agricultural lands discharge stormwater and precipitation runoff from impermeable surfaces to
district #27’s drain. Using the Wisconsin Department of Transportation facilities development manual
(FDM) procedure 13-10-5, detail A- runoff coefficients, the runoff coefficient for the different land uses
were evaluated (Appendix E). The FDM has standard values for runoff coefficients based on land use,
hydric soil group, and land slope. Since the soil type varies across the district, an average of the
coefficients was used for planning-level modeling of the relative benefit different land uses receive. The
FDM presents options for low intensity and high intensity storm events. Low intensity design storm
events have a 2-to-10-year design recurrence. High intensity storm events have a 25-to-100-year design
recurrence. The 2-to-10-year coefficients were used for these calculations as this more accurately depicts
the typical storm received in this district.

The parcels from the database were broken into categories to match these coefficient categories.

The runoff for these different land uses was calculated using 34.05” of rain per year- the DNR value for
Dane County.

These runoff calculations show the drainage district significantly benefits residential, commercial, and
manufacturing parcels. The Dane County Drainage Board assesses these parcels as a minimum flat rate
amount in accordance with ATCP 48.10(2).

Agricultural and Undeveloped Land Use Parcels

For agricultural and undeveloped lands which also received a benefit from the district, the land and water
method appropriately evaluates soil-based drainage benefits for agricultural and undeveloped lands.

Engineer’s Conclusion

The five parcels within the district per the maps but currently not listed in the database should be added to
the database for clarity, even if they are exempt.

Based on the analysis presented herein, the current benefit assessment procedure is appropriate and
equitably allocates maintenance costs in proportion to the benefits received by each parcel. The
methodology and resulting assessments are consistent with the requirements of Ch. 88, Wis. Stats., and
ATCP 48, and reflect the relative benefits received by parcels within the district.

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Drainage districts are local governmental entities organized primarily for draining lands for agricultural use. The majority of
drainage districts in Wisconsin were formed in the early 1900s and established a legal mechanism for managing drains and
related facilities to ensure reliable drainage. Drainage districts can include and benefit both agricultural and non-agricultural
lands. Property owners who benefit from drainage districts pay assessments to cover the cost of constructing, maintaining,
and repairing district drains.

The Dane County Drainage Board holds public meetings to discuss issues and make decisions involving the drainage districts,
which may extend into neighboring counties. The drainage board ensures that all drainage districts under its jurisdiction

comply with state standards by:

Managing district boundaries, including annexing or withdrawing lands - Conducting inspections annually and as necessary
- Undertaking drain maintenance and construction projects - Levying assessments and borrowing money for projects

- Ensuring that actions of others do not adversely affect drainage rights of individual landowners - Promoting the public
health or welfare and draining or protecting lands with the least damages and greatest benefits to all.

Profile Drawing (1908)

A longitudinal profile of Starkweather Creek extending from Lake Monona east to the Chicago, Milwaukee,
and St. Paul Railroad tracks and continuing north to the north line of Section 34, Township 8 North, Range
10 East. This profile appears to represent the Ditch 27 East Main. The profile indicates an overall length of
approximately 3.25 miles and an elevation difference of 9.47 feet above Lake Monona, dated September 1,
1908. A copy of the profile is included in Appendix A.

Cross Section Drawing (1921)

A cross-section sheet dated 1921 depicting portions of the Starkweather Drainage District, including the
East Branch, Lateral 7W, and the West Main. The drawing does not include a scale; therefore, dimensional
information such as channel width and side slope depth cannot be reliably interpreted and was not used in
this reassessment. A copy of the drawing is included in Appendix A.

Plan Views:

e A cross-section sheet of the Starkweather Drainage District dated 1921. The cross-section sheet
includes cross-sections of the East Branch, Lateral 7W and the West Main. Use of this data
regarding channel width, depth of side slope is not of apparent value, as the drawing does not have
a scale. A copy of the cross-section sheet is attached in Appendix A.

e A plan view of the Drainage District alignment. The plan view is not dated but is believed to be a
drawing of the original drain alignment (possibly in the 1908 to 1921 time-period when the cross
section and profile sheets were dated).

o The plan view shows the East Main starting at Lake Monona going east toward, then along the
Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad tracks. The drawing shows Lateral E2 & E3.

e The West Main is shown going north toward the current location of the current Dane County
Regional Airport (Airport), through the mid area and north of the current Airport, then east across
the current location of current Highway 51 and [-90. The drawing shows Lateral W2, W4, W5, W6,
W7, W8, W9, W10 & W11. A copy of the plan view sheet is attached in Appendix A.

Transfer Documentation

A Circuit Court Order signed December 10, 1980 finalized the transfer to the City of Madison. Information
related to the transfer is attached to Appendix B. The Drawing included in the City of Madison resolution
is not physically legible and therefore is not considered to be reliable to define the district boundaries.
